medevac (noun) a helicopter for transporting wounded people

spacelab(noun) a laboratory in space

telethon

telethon(noun) a TV program that lasts many hours

Flare (noun) a sudden brief burst of bright flame or light

flares (verb) when something flames up quickly

  Sentence starter:

Paratroops (noun) military units that use parachutes to 
descend behind enemy lines
